📌 Example Pricing Scenarios

A 20-minute home visit (feeding & let out) → £12
A 45-minute lunchtime visit for 2 dogs → £16 + £6 = £22
A full-day sit (8 hours, weekday) → £95
Overnight sitting Friday night (8 pm–8 am) → £55 + £3 surcharge = £58

🧾 Terms & Conditions

Visits: Include feeding, fresh water, toilet breaks, play, and cuddles.
Home Sitting: Provides companionship and follows owner’s instructions closely.
Overnights: Dogs will not be left longer than 3–4 hours unless pre-arranged.
Safety: Only vaccinated, flea- and worm-treated pets accepted.
Other pets: Cats, rabbits, and small animals also covered under “home visits” (same rates).
Cancellations: Free with 48 hours’ notice. Less than 48 hours = 50% fee.
Payment: Deposit required for overnight/full-day bookings; balance due on or before the 
booking.

Booking form – Complete a short form with key details about your child(ren) or pet(s).

Confirmation – Pay deposit (if required) and receive written booking confirmation.

1. Are you insured and trained?

 Yes — I provide both solo walks (1:1 attention) and small group walks (max 3 dogs, carefully 
matched).

3. Will you walk my dog off-lead?
 Only with your written consent and only in safe, enclosed areas. Otherwise, all dogs are kept 
on-lead for safety.

4. Do you care for pets other than dogs?
 Yes — I can also care for cats, rabbits, and small pets during home visits.

5. What happens if my dog becomes unwell during care?
 I will contact you immediately and, if necessary, take your pet to your nominated vet. I’m 
trained in pet first aid for emergencies.

50% deposit required for wedding chaperone, overnight, or block bookings.
Payment due at the end of each session (or before event care).
Cancellations: 24 hours’ notice required for walks/visits. Wedding chaperone requires 7 
days’ notice. Deposits are non-refundable.
Pets must be fully vaccinated, microchipped, and up-to-date with flea/worm treatments.
Clients must provide necessary items (food, leads, harness, medication).
We are not liable for damage caused by pets while in our care.
Services may be withdrawn if unsafe behaviour, withheld information, or repeated late 
payment occurs.
